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Annual Report - 2012
The past year has once again proved to be a successful one in which the Sport Bureau had some significant achievements on and off the playing field, while continuing to cater for the needs of the NMMU students and community through the provision of social, recreational and competitive sport.  

In order to facilitate sound administration and management the following committees form an integral part of the management of the NMMU Sport Bureau:

Further, the Sport Bureau has representation on a number of other NMMU committees, as well as a variety of micro and macro local, provincial and national sporting body committees, including University Sport South Africa (USSA).

The Sport Bureau is committed to market the NMMU as a university of choice for prospective students to further their academic and sporting career through media, television and radio.  This is achieved through performances on the playing fields, the hosting of regional, national and international sporting and non-sporting events, outreach programmes, etc.  About 850 articles and more than 375 photographs featuring NMMU teams or sportspeople appeared in the local and national written media with a value of nearly R8 million.  In addition a number of sporting events and matches were broadcast on national radio and television programmes, particularly Varsity Cup Rugby and the newly established Varsity Sport Competitions, with larges Rand-values.

In order to achieve success on the sports field the Sport Bureau needs to supplement the grant received from the NMMU.  Thus third-stream income is generated in the form of sport sponsorship, self-generated funding for programmes and events, etc.  The value of the sponsorship, including product and advertising, for sport clubs, events, etc. amounted to R3.26 million in the year under review.   The reality of 2012 was that we were not always masters of our own destiny as our projected funding flow was sometimes affected by circumstances beyond our control or influence where two large sponsors did not continue with their sponsorship or meet their commitment.  However, a number of smaller sponsors were concluded during the year, while at least three new sponsorships have been concluded for 2013. 

In order to attract and retain academically sound students who are achievers on the sports fields the provision of bursaries is essential, with the NMMU and various sponsors making significant contributions in this regard. The success rates of these bursary holders over the past six years has shown that the recipients of the Sport bursaries show up to a 7% better success rate in courses passed than the rest of the student population.  These students make a major contribution to the sporting achievements, creating brand awareness and raising the profile of the NMMU, as well as achieving academically showing that the NMMU Trust and the sponsors bursaries for Sport are playing a significant role in assisting the NMMU to produce well-rounded graduates. Aldre Nel received the Super League Batsman of the Year Award for the second successive year.

* The Mecer NMMU first cricket team became the National University cricket champions after beating the University of Western Cape in the final in Port Elizabeth -their third title in four years.

During 2012 the University Sports Company (USC) was established in order to represent the interests of the participating universities and to administer the Competition Media Rights Agreement. Eleven universities have joined and are equal partners in the USC.  The USC’s main objective is the administration, development, co-ordination and promotion of high performance university sport in which the participants take part in on a non-professional basis as a pastime and the promotion of the common interest of University Sport South Africa (“USSA”), Higher Education Institutions (“HEI’s”) and the member universities.    In this regard, the media rights were pooled for commercial purposes. The sporting codes included are Football, Rugby Seven-a-Side, Beach Volleyball, Netball, Hockey and Athletics.  

The USC appointed ASEM Varsity Sport (ASEM VS) as exclusive service provider to manage the media rights in respect of the competitions and to stage the competitions as agreed by the USC and the member universities.  ASEM VS has concluded a broadcast deal with SuperSport for the live broadcast of the competitions; and secured adequate sponsorship for the competitions. Secondary sponsors have also been secured for travel and accommodation.   Dr Muthwa (DVC: IS) serves on the USC Executive.

At the end of 2012 the first two Varsity Sport competitions took place and the NMMU Women’s Beach Volleyball finished 4th in a very exciting and well organised event, while the Rugby 7’s finished 5th out of 10 teams.  These matches were shown live on SuperSport. 

The NMMU continues to have a large representation in national junior, senior and age group teams, national student teams (USSA), provincial teams and outstanding individual performances at national championship events (Appendix 1).  The NMMU contributed 88 sportspersons to 19 different senior provincial federations and a large number to the provincial junior and age-group teams, with 10 of these representing South Africa at the highest level, 3 at Junior level, 1 at Age-group level, 3 representing South African Disabled teams and 16 selected to represent the University Sport South Africa (USSA) team.

The Campus League Programmes aim to cater for players who enjoy playing sport for social and recreational purposes, but who do not want to take part in the provincial league competitions for the NMMU teams, while offering the various clubs the opportunity to identify any club members with the necessary potential and promise to perform at a higher level.  The activities and the number of students and teams participating in the Campus league continue to grow from year to year.

The NMMU cricket club hosted the Irish National cricket team as part of their preparations preparing for the T20 World Cup.

NMMU Basketball Club hosts the EP Basketball league matches at the Missionvale Sport Centre

*
NMMU Volleyball hosts the EP Volleyball Union matches at the Missionvale and South Campus Indoor Sport Centres. 

The Fitness and Aquatics Centre was once again a hive of activity throughout 2012 contributing to overall Living and Learning and Wellness experience that NMMU wants its students to achieve. All the plans for the extension of the Fitness and Aquatics Centre were finalised and the construction started on the 13 November 2012 with the projected completion date set for the 13 May 2013. The Fitness and Aquatics Centre membership has increased again during 2012 and it is hoped that with the extension completed that membership will increase even more. Very exciting for the Sport Bureau is the inclusion of a juice bar in the Fitness and Aquatics Centre, this will definitely contribute to the NMMU students Living and Learning experience and enhance the health wellness vision for students in general.  Once again two Learn-to-Swim programmes were held during the year and prove to be very popular.  The swimming pool was also used by the Human Movement Science and Sport Management students for Swimming and Life-saving and the Education students for swimming lessons.   The Fitness and Aquatics Centre was also used by various international, national and provincial sport teams including the New Zealand All Blacks 7’s team. 
The Events Unit has once again proved to be a vital role-player in the activities of the Sport Bureau and it was responsible for the management, organization and/or assistance with a large number of events and programmes. The Unit also manages the bookings administration and venue logistics of a large number of facilities on the different PE Campuses, which include 2 Indoor Sport Centres (South and Missionvale), 9 Sport Club Houses, 5 Multi-purpose Halls and 97 grass and hard court sport playing surfaces.   The list of events and activities are shown in Appendix 3 and range from 1 day to multiple day events and activities.  In addition to these tasks, the events Unit is also responsible for providing event support to approximately 350 organisational and planning meetings, 140 lectures, 40 days of tests, 60  Post graduate exams and lectures, 350 small functions and workshops and about 300 sport league matches annually. 

The various sport clubs, activities and events on the George Campus continued to develop through the support of a committed group of students and staff.  This has resulted in good achievements in the local leagues, as well as a number of students gaining selection for provincial teams, as indicated above.
In conclusion, 2012 was a year where students and staff work closely together to create a supportive, challenging and rewarding internal environment that produced excellent results on and off the field of play.  It goes without saying the Sport Bureau appreciates the support of NMMU and the sponsors, as well as the extra effort of its staff and students in making the year under review the success it was.  With a positive attitude and a sound foundation to work from, the Spot Bureau can face the highly competitive and challenging external environment in which it operate in a positive manner in the years ahead.
